o All entries and fees must be received before the deadline of March 1%, 2012

e In the event of a tie for first place, the sum of the 1% and 2™ place awards will be split equally. This also
applies to all other placements.

e “Sharing” students does not qualify or allocate points for more than one teacher; however, once a teacher

qualifies, points will accumulate from all the students with whom they dance.
